People from all walks of life are needed to join our 

volunteer program at the Stanly County Public 

Library. The Main Library is located in Albemarle, 

and there are Branches in Badin, Locust, Nor-

wood, and Oakboro. 

 

As a Volunteer, you will be asked to commit to 

only a few hours a week. Finding the right time to 

volunteer is easy due to the Library’s hours. The 

Main Library is open 58-60 hours per week, Mon-

day through Saturday. The Badin and Oakboro 

libraries are open 20 hours per week, Monday 

through Friday. The Norwood and Locust libraries 

are open 32 hours per week, Monday through Sat-

urday. 

 

Special care is taken to match each person’s skills 

and interests  with the Library’s needs. Training is 

provided in the area of service that is selected.
